Length: Measure in the center of the front curve from the lowest edge of the base to the tip. (L) Do not press the tape into any ribs or depressions. Stay on
the front of the horns and do not slide off to the outer side. For measuring the horn lengths of the Addax and Blackbuck ONLY use a steel cable, no tape,
and stay on the front of the horn. You must look at the Measuring Handbook on line before measuring Addax and Blackbuck..

Circumference: Measure the circumference of the base of each horn at a 90- degree angle to the axis of the horn whilst staying on or over horn material at
